This year, we were able to add 
another training location in Atlanta making it possible to mobilize and equip even more labor-
ers to see the Rev. 7:9,10 dream come true where people from every tribe, tongue, people and 
nation will be worshipping the Lamb.  Praise the Lord of the harvest for sending more laborers 
to the harvest field allowing us to have a greater kingdom impact.  Pray for more!
